Serengeti Lion Project Lunch. Special bush picnic with discussion by local  
biologists. Topics will be the local ecosystem, lion behavior, pride structure, 
along with current monitoring techniques used to track the lions. 
 
Evening: Dinner at camp. 

 
DAY 5  Leisurely camp breakfast.  
NGORONGORO   Ngorongoro Crater today. First, though: game drive! 

Explore the Upper Grumeti Woodlands. These verdant woods 
consist of whistling thorn, paper-bark and green thorn acacias.  

Giraffe feed exclusively on tender leaves of acacia.  
Take lunch at Migration Camp and relax after your drive.  
Depart for the airstrip. Ready for your charter flight to Ngorongoro 
Crater. Ascend the Ngorongoro Highlands as the endless Serengeti 
Plains fade behind. Arrive Lake Manyara Airstrip.  
Check into your opulent accommodation for 2 nights.  
Crater Lodge is simply one of the most luxurious lodges in all of 

Africa. 
The breathtaking views from your private verandas alone are priceless.  
Add amazing architecture, exotic furnishings, private butlers and the most 
glorious rose petal bathtub…Wow.   
 
Evening: Cocktails and dinner at the Lodge.  
Relax tonight. What a day! 

 
DAY 6  Wakey-wakey. Ngorongoro Crater.  
NGORONGORO   Descend the steep walls for a dawn game drive. This is the best time to 

spot black rhinos before they depart to graze the Lerai Forrest.
